In 2026, Camp Anokijig will celebrate its 100" anniversary. During the last century,
thousands of children and families have captured the “Anokijig Spirit” creating memories
that will stay with them for a lifetime.

Also in 2026, Camp Anokijig will celebrate its 20" anniversary as a standalone nonprofit
organization.

Twenty years ago, a dedicated group of Anokijig alumni banded together to create the
Friends of Camp Anokijig and purchased this place from the Racine YMCA for $5.5 million.

During the last 20 years, the Friends of Camp Anokijig have added more than $9.8 million in
improvements — not even including the recently created Centennial Lodge —to Camp. While
making these improvements, Camp has paid more than $200k each year toward the
original note.

On August 22, 2026, Camp Anokijig will celebrate its 100th anniversary. As part of this
celebration, we hope to “Burn the Note” and officially retire the remaining $750k in debt
that will remain in August.
